TypeFocus Personality Survey

For this lesson you will take an online personality survey and then write about the results (see the questions in Part II below). Keep in mind that this is just one of many personality surveys. The best surveys cost money to take. These results can sometimes be quite useful but they may not be correct for you.

Part I – The Survey

The survey has 66 very short questions. You need to answer all of them. Don’t take a long time on any one question.

After you answer the questions the survey will tell you where it thinks you fit on four personality measures:


Extravert
or
Introvert


Sensor

or
Intuitive


Thinker
or
Feeler


Judger

or
Perceptive

For each of these the computer will let you ignore its suggestion and give your own result. For example, if the computer thinks you’re a “thinker” you can tell it you’re a “feeler” instead.

Once you and the computer have decided where you fit, the computer will put it all together and give you information about your exact combination of results. It will give you a four letter code (such as “ENFP” – Extrovert/iNtuitive/Feelter/Perceptive).
